In this talk, I will show the tradition that phrases |ike "Make America Great Again” (Donald
Trump and Ronald Reagan before him) draw on. I will analyze why such phrases catch on so

easily with the electorate. I will talk about, among other documents, the inauguration
speeches of Donald Trump, Ronald Reagan, and Bill Clinton, and conclude that the centuries-
old topoi that these presidents use indeed evoke a long tradition, but that - in the face

of this tradition -they display a completely different mode of a discontinuous progressive
thinking of complete breaks with the political agenda of their predecessors. The talk will
be easy to understand and will develop a new and quite exciting thesis that should appeal
to listeners beyond American Studies.
